This past 
summer Chapa and I moved to 
Salzburg the city known for the 
sound of music. We were pastor-
ing Salzburg Christian Center 
which Vienna Christian Center 
planted on Sept. 17, 2006.  Pas-
toring a church was an exciting 
new experience for us which 
brought much growth in our 
lives and ministry! Chapa was 
used by God in leading this 
young fellowship in worship and 

Shawn preached the Purpose 
Driven Life series during the 
months of July and August.   

During the summer months we 
saw 8 new commitments for 
Christ as well as others who re-
dedicated their lives to the Lord! 
Edisa and her son Mersat were 
from Muslim backgrounds, God 
griped their hearts with the sav-
ing power of Jesus Christ, set 
them free from bondages and 
were even filled with the Holy 
Spirit.   Gertraud, a woman who 
had a family history involved in 

church came out to celebrate this 
next step in the lives of Gertraud, 
Gerhard, Angelica, Connie, and 
Edisa. The fellowship and prayer 
after the baptism was an amazing 
celebration! What a joy and honor it 
was to see this baptism take place!  

Another very memorable time 
from our ministry this summer 
was our baptism. Four of the 
people from the church who 
either got saved or rededicated 
their lives to God, had a burning 
desire to be baptized. For 
Gerhard, Gertraud and Edisa 
they had a demanding work 
schedule with only one day free 

each week. We put it on the 
calendar for July 31st and an-
nounced the Baptism ceremony 
in the service.

We 
baptized five people that day 
and a total of 15 people from the 
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witch craft saw dramatic transforma-
tion when she gave her life to the 
Lord! She is now being discipled and is 
growing in her walk with the Lord.  
 
 As a part of the Purpose 
Driven Life series we opened a cell 
group to discuss the topics further. 
Transformation began to happen to 
Martin in cell group, he has been a 
Christian for many years.

We will continue to believe that God is our 
provider and will meet all of our financial 
needs according to his riches in Glory by 
Christ Jesus.   

Specifically Chapa will be working with the 
worship team, building a choir, directing the 
Christmas and Easter Musicals, working 
with the consolidation team, as well as 
working with Shawn in the School of Lead-
ers as one of the teachers. This is just a few 
of the main roles she will be taking on at 
this time with a wide variety of other in-
volvements.   

On of the reasons for being in Salzburg 
this summer was that Chapa had a singing 
contract with the Salzburg Festival. She 
had been singing professionally since com-
ing to Austria. However after giving her 
heart to the Lord in 2002 this desire to 
sing on stage has been dieing out with a 
new desire to work for the Lord in full 
time ministry. God has been doing an 
amazing work in her life over the last five 
years. She has gone through all the disci-
pleship courses in Vienna Christian Center 
which includes an Encounter weekend 
retreat, Alpha course (new believers class), 
School of leaders (a 9 month discipleship 

training), she has even done several Bible 
college courses which have been offered 
through the church. Not only has she gone 
through the education side  but also has 
been personally mentored and discipled by 
our Pastor’s wife. To the point now she is 
in the top leadership team, leading a cell 
group and even teaching and ministering 
in the School of Leaders.  

This summer became a defining moment in 
her life where it became very clear that 
singing professionally is not the call that 
God has for her. After coming back to 
Vienna Shawn and Chapa made a decision 
to take a step of faith and see her enter  

The victories this summer have been 
amazing! They have come at a price 
though, first of all in June Shawn went 
into surgery to remove the appendix, we 
praise God they got it in time before 
serious complications. We praise God 
for a full recovery and he is doing well!! 
Insurance covers 80% of the bill leaving 
$1,800 for us to pay.  
Secondly, in Salzburg we were involved 
in a small car accident with no injuries, 
just damage costs of about $1,700 we 
praise God for His provision and testify 
this is paid in full!!!
